The Student Poster Sessions 
The parallel poster sessions will provide an informal setting for students to present and discuss their 
research and ideas with attendees. Each applicant should work with a faculty member who will act as 
a sponsor and guide for the poster submission. Submissions should be connected to one of the three 
poster session categories: Sustainability, Management, and International Education.  
 
Accepted posters will be printed and displayed in one of three poster sessions. Participants should be 
present during this time to interact with attendees. The posters will be evaluated by judges and 
attendees. At the afternoon closing ceremony, awards will be presented to students with outstanding 
posters.  To encourage participation, ICIC2022 will print all accepted student posters and cover the 
associated fees. 



 

Oral Presentations Submission Guidelines 
1. An oral presentation submission will consist of an English abstract (under 300 words) or full paper. 
2. All submissions will undergo double blind peer review by the ICIC 2022 Review Committee.  
3. Authors will receive the review results by email. 
4. After acceptance, oral presenters should register and submit a short biography. 
 

Poster Submission Guidelines 
1. The student and faculty sponsor should submit an English abstract of 300 words or less.  
2. Applicants and their faculty sponsors will be notified of the review results by email. 
3. After acceptance, applicants should submit a file containing a draft of the poster.  
4. The last step is to send the completed poster file.
